
Step 1. take out the carbon or wood strip trim on the driver's side first. take out only about 6 

inches of the strip trim on the right side (longer one) don't take out the entire right side

Step 2. take out the plastic cover right above the steering wheel column box which has trip and 

reset button. two plastic pins (circled in red) are holding the panel (cover).  



 



Step 3. once you take out the cover, you will see the two screws holding the gauge cluster 

(circled in red) pull the cluster toward you (circled in blue), and it will come out. do not force it
